Fellowship At The National Institute of Epidemiology

The World Health Organization recognized the National Institute of Epidemiology, Chennai for its Leprosy research work and training activities on Field Epidemiology and awarded Dr.Shen Jianping  a fellowship  at National Institute of Epidemiology, Chennai.
Brief Note on Dr.Shen Jianping
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Dr.Shen Jianping is the Director of Department of Leprosy Control, Institute of Dermatology, Chinese Academy of Medical Sciences, P.R.China.  He was at National Institute of Epidemiology (NIE), Chennai on a WHO fellowship  during 19th April to 10th October 2003. 

The field of study for his fellowship at NIE was ‘ New methods for leprosy surveillance and managing leprosy control’.  He had the following objectives as part of the fellowship programme at NIE:

· Learn new methods to identify leprosy pocket areas at county or township level in China

· Understand the indications for evaluation of effectiveness of leprosy control at the high and low leprosy endemic situation

· Learn the methods of predicting leprosy epidemiological trend in China

During his studies at NIE, he learnt Map Info, Simulation Model for Leprosy, Lot Quality Assurance Sampling, Leprosy Elimination Monitoring and Simplified Information System.  He also learnt principles of epidemiology and public health surveillance

He observed leprosy control programme in Tamil Nadu and Maharashtra.  He met several renowned leprologists including Dr. S. K. Noordeen, Dr. V. K. Pannikar, Dr. H. Srinivasan and Dr. P. S. Rao. He visited Central Leprosy Teaching and Research Institute, Chengalpattu and Schieffelin Leprosy Research and Training Center, Karigiri in Tamil Nadu. He participated and attended a conference at Pune and gave a brief presentation on China Leprosy Programme at Armed Forces Medical College, Pune.

He completed two research papers and a research proposal on ‘Uniform MDT regimen for all types of leprosy patients’ to be implemented in Guizhou province of China. He submitted the same to WHO, Geneva and got the approval.
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
