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BASIC COURSE IN STATISTICS AND

TRAINING ON CONTROLLED CLINICAL TRIALS
The National Institute of Epidemiology (NIE), Chennai is one of the permanent Institutes of the Indian Council of Medical Research (ICMR). The Institute has a long tradition of association with various clinical trials including the classical study on home / sanatorium treatment for tuberculosis, multicentric trial of single dose therapy for PB leprosy cases, field trial of four candidate vaccines for leprosy, etc. Clinical trials with Traditional Remedies sponsored by the ICMR are being monitored by the NIE. The Institute has also been organizing various training programmes in Basic Statistics, Controlled Clinical Trials and Epidemiology for medical research workers.

Programme

It is proposed to conduct the Basic Course in Statistics from 22nd to 26th November 2004 and the Training on Controlled Clinical Trials from 29th to 3rd   December 2004 at the NIE, Chennai. These are designed for research workers engaged in medical research. An individual can choose to attend the Basic Course in Statistics or the Training on Controlled Clinical Trials or both.

Content

Basic Course in Statistics: Research methodology, Tabulation & Diagrams, Averages & Variation, Probability & Normal distribution, Statistical significance & Confidence interval, Correlation & Regression, Non-parametric tests and Sample size determination.

Controlled Clinical Trials: Rationale & historical aspects; design issues; randomization; types of trials; ethical aspects; trial size; monitoring; data management; statistical analysis; interpretations and reporting; preparation of protocol; designing of proformae.

The Courses will consist of lectures, practicals and group participatory activities.

Faculty

Faculty will consist of experienced staff members of the NIE supported by external experts.

Facilities 

The Institute has a well-equipped library with a good collection of latest books on biostatistics, clinical trials and epidemiology. The participants will have access to a computer laboratory and internet facility.  

Number of seats

The Courses will be organized for a minimum of 10 participants and limited to a maximum of 15.  The enrolment will be on the basis of first-come first-served. Selected participants will be informed by post.

Fee

Nominally fixed at Rs. 500/- per training / course which covers the cost of course material and organizational expenses.  In case a participant is not selected, the fee paid by him will be returned by demand draft, otherwise no refund.

Support

No TA / DA will be paid by the Institute.  Sponsoring organization should bear the TA / DA for the participants.

Accommodation

Outstation participants should make their own arrangements for boarding and lodging at Chennai.

Application (1-page, typed in A4 size paper) containing the training/course to attend, the applicant’s name, gender, age, qualifications, official address with PIN code, fax number & e-mail address (essential), nature of duties, duly signed by the candidate and forwarded by a competent authority should be sent to the Director, NIE (ICMR), Mayor V.R.
